AST-Film, TV, Electronic Media for Transfer Degree 23-24
Recommended Plan of Study - Counseling

Film and Television are the most powerful cultural and artistic mediums of our time and have forever marked the popular culture of the twentieth century. As a society film,
television and electronic media are ever present in our world and we are continuously influenced by the visual images of these powerful mediums as they link with the ancient
art of storytelling through various formats. Studying film, television and electronic media teaches us about our lives and our society and impacts how we view ourselves as
well as the world around us. The Associate in Science in Film, Television, and Electronic Media for Transfer (AS-T in Film, Television, and Electronic Media) degree is
designed to give students a strong practical foundation in film and television production while also giving a basis of the history, aesthetics, theory, and development of
visual storytelling through motion pictures. The production program will provide students with the knowledge and skills associated with every phase of motion picture
production from writing and producing to directing, sound design, cinematography and editing. The program emphasizes the exploration of the student’s personal creative
voice through “hands-on” filmmaking. Students will learn the collaborative nature of filmmaking through crew experiences. The process allows students to develop skills in all
areas of the craft experimenting with both creative and technical jobs through all aspects of production.

To eam an Associate in Science in Film, Television, and Electronic Media for Transfer (AS-T in Film, Television, and Electronic Media) degree a student must complete the
following:

(1) Completion of 60 semester units or 90 quarter units that are eligible for transfer to the California State University, including both ofthe following:

(A) The Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) or the California State University General Education — Breadth Requirements.

(B) A minimum of 18 semester units or 27 quarter units in a major or area of emphasis, as determined by the community college district.

(2) Obtainment of a minimum grade point average of2.0.

ADTs also require that students must earn a C or better in all courses required for the major or area of emphasis.
