Spanish studies further provide an understanding of the richness of 
Peninsular and Latin American cultural variety, while fostering an appreciation for a heritage that is also part of the larger United States 
culture. Professionally, it opens new job opportunities and offers salary increments in certain occupations. In addition to classroom 
instruction, students engage with literature, music, videos, film, and computer programs, as well as potential cultural field trips.
