MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL

A motion was made and seconded to call the November 13, 2014 AP&P Committee Meeting to order at 3:06p.m.
Mrs. Linda Harmon, AP&P Faculty Co-Chair, called the meeting to order at 3:06p.m. Motion carried.

meeting. Motion carried.

2. OPENING COMMENTS FROM THE COMMITTEE CO-CHAIR

Mrs. Linda Harmon welcomed the committee to what we thought would be the last meeting. Unfortunately, a
meeting will be added this Fall 2014 on December 11" at 3:00pm to provide additional time for those courses listed
at the end of this agenda. If we do not add the additional meeting, we will be forced to pull these courses from the
college catalog for one year while the process is completed. If pulled from the catalog, the courses can not be

scheduled and students will be adversely affected.

Mrs. Linda Harmon also informed the committee that history faculty indicated they no longer wish to pursue the
maximum enrollment reductions for HIST 111 and HIST 112. The noted courses were reviewed and forwarded to
the VP of Academic Affairs for consideration so they are not noted on the agenda for another approval, as it is not
needed. Dr. Bonnie Suderman reviewed the request to lower the enrollment and after careful consideration felt the
class size reduction would adversely affect students as we will not be able to offer the extra sections of courses
needed to meet the current number of enrolled students. She did indicate that other areas, like developmental
mathematics, have come to her directly requesting lower enrollments providing sound research that supports the
reduced class sizes. In those cases, the request was approved, but in this case such research did not support the
lower size of 35 students from 40. She continued to state that the research does however indicate that student
success is exponentially improved if the class size is reduced to 15 students, which is not a realistic class size for a
college level course. She highly encouraged any faculty member interested in reducing the maximum enroliment

for a class to first speak with their dean before submitting a request to AP&P.
