AVC Continuing Student Transcript

4. Click print. Drop down list for the printer and click PDF writer OR Save as PDF
9. Click print. Click on location drop down box and select desktop. Name your file.
6. Click Print or Save on the bottom.

After, you can go back to your Foundation application.
1. Under transcripts it will ask you to choose file or Browse button
2. Select the file from your desktop and click open
3. Click “Attach File”
4. You should see your named file with a blue link. You can click on it to verify it
opens up your transcripts correctly.

Personal Statement

Your Personal Statement must make an impression.

The key to writing a strong personal statement is to be personal and specific. Include concrete details to make your experience come alive. The ‘who, ‘what,’
‘when,’ ‘where," and 'why' of your topic. The simplest experience can be monumental if you present honestly how you were affected. The personal statement

should be written in Word, and then copied and pasted into the application. This way you will know your word count is correct, and you will have the ability to
use spell check.

Personal Statement
e A Personal Statement should be your words to persuade the reviewers to
choose you over the next applicant. Why do you want this? Why do you need
this? Why should they choose you? Try to make each paragraph flow into each
other. Do not ONLY repeat what you have already included in your application.
