AAT-English for Transfer Degree 23-24
Recommended Plan of Study - Counseling

The Associate in Arts in English for Transfer (AA-T in English) degree offers students a program of study exploring the cultural aspects and aesthetic features of textual
expression. Authorial persona and performance, reader response and interpretation, literary traditions, critical approaches, and interdisciplinary analyses are some of the contexts
studied. Students will enhance their own expressive and reasoning abilities as they examine the social role and impact of narrative, expository, and visual texts. The Associate
in Arts in English for Transfer (AA-T in English) degree meets the requirements of SB 1440 for Associate Degrees for Transfer (ADT). These degrees are intended to make it
casier for students to transfer to California State University campuses, but do not exclude admittance to other colleges or universities.

To eam an Associates in Art in English for Transfer (AA-T in English) degree a student must complete the following:

1. Completion of 60 semester units or 90 quarter units that are eligible for transfer to the California State University, including both ofthe following:

A. The Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) or the California State

University General Education —Breadth Requirements.

B. A minimum of 18 semester units or 27 quarter units in a major or area of emphasis, as determined by the community college district.

2. Obtainment of a minimum grade point average of 2.0.

ADTs also require that students must earn a C or better in all courses required for the major or area of emphasis.
