Recommended Plan of Study - Counseling

Associate in Arts in Art History for Transfer (AA-T in Art History) degree at Antelope Valley College offers students a solid knowledge base in the vocabulary,
concepts and visual analysis in art history. Students are taught to apply critical thinking skills in their examinations of artworks through the ages within their
historical and cultural contexts. Students will demonstrate their understanding of functions, meanings and significance of fine arts and visual cultures of the world
through academic written works and oral presentations. By completing this transfer degree, students will be prepared to do further study and pursue a major in
art history in a bachelor degree program at a CSU. The Associate in Arts in Art History for Transfer (AA-T in Art History) degree meets the requirements of SB
1440 for Associate Degrees for Transfer (ADT). These degrees are intended to make it easier for students to transfer to California State University campuses,
but do not exclude admittance to other colleges or universities.

To earn an Associates in Art History for Transfer (AA-T in Art History) degree a student must complete the following:

1. Completion of 60 semester units or 90 quarter units that are eligible for transfer to the California State University, including both of the following:

A. The Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) or the California State

University General Education —Breadth Requirements.

B. A minimum of 18 semester units or 27 quarter units in a major or area of emphasis, as determined by the community college district.

2. Obtainment of a minimum grade point average of 2.0.

ADTs also require that students must earn a C or better in all courses required for the major or area of emphasis.

Grade Point Average Requirement: An overall grade point average of 2.0 (“C”
average) is required.

Double Counting: While a course might satisfy more than one general education
requirement, it may not be counted more than once for these purposes.

course prerequisite with a satisfactory grade of A, B, C or P (pass).
Corequisite: A condition of enrollment consisting of a course that a student
is required to simultaneously take in order to enroll in another course.
